SISC preps for first online assessment

To assess and evaluate how well Preschool to Grade 12 students have learned
in the core subjects and their degree of readiness to move to a higher level,
SISC will conduct its first online assessment starting next week. The virtual
exams in English, Science and Math will take the place of the Standards-Based
Assessment (SBA) Post-Test that the students usually take at the end of the
academic year.

Each exam is composed of age and level appropriate number of  multiple
choice questions which will be divided into two days.
